· Submit their application by email by August 31st of the funding year and meet all requirements of the application process
· Our team will send confirmation verifying receipt of your e-mail application
· Only grant recipients will receive direct notification of funding in mid -November
· Select a month in 2024 to speak to our Storey Kenworthy & Workspace Community Engagement Committee to elaborate on your organization and the impact you make on the community, if you are selected.
